Key for Dental Evaluation: PIH Dental Health Outreach
We have two goals, First is to classify the size of the cavities present; we want to describe them as small (pequena=P), medium (mediano=M), or large (grande=G). Second, we are going to count up the number of each type of cavity and then assign the mouth a grade of dental disease; none (nada), light (leve), moderate (moderado), severe (severe), and extreme (extreme). Each grade is associated with a number, and this number will eventually be used by PIH to evaluate program progress. 
Classification of cavity size: 

Use the diagram below to evaluate the cavity size.
Put the corresponding letter in the center of the tooth represented on the chart.
If the tooth is missing, cross it out on the chart (put an “X” over the indicated tooth)
If a tooth has been repaired, put an “R” in the center of the tooth.
Pequena (P)


Mediano (M)


Grande (G)





Clasification del grado de problemas dentales:

Perfect teeth=None=Nada=No lesions=0 points
Light=Leve = 1 to 4 small cavities (P) = 1 point
Moderate=Moderado = More than 4 small cavities (P) or 1 to 2 medium cavities (M) = 2 
Severe=Severo  = 3 or more medium cavities or 1 large cavity= 3 points
Extreme=Extremo = 2 or more large cavities; this category includes the previous three=4 
For example, when doing a dental chart for a child, if you see two small cavities and one large on, the child would receive the grad Moderate=2 points. You would then put a circle around Moderate on his dental chart.

At the end of the year, all the dental charts will be collected and given to Dr. Ballestros and she will give them to PIH for program evaluation.
